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I hope this first newsletter finds all of you healthy.  
Another summer came and went like a flash with a 
new season approaching fast.  I think this is going 
to be a fun and fascinating year. 
 
Things were a little bumpy last year with me as a 
new president, a new head coach, and the 
transition with the YMCA.  Overall, I think the year 
was a great success for the swimmers as well at 
the team.  It was sad to see a few veteran parents 
retire from the Board of Directors, but it was 
encouraging to see new and eager faces to step in 
and take on the various jobs.  The Board of 
Directors and the various committee members and 
other crucial volunteers are anxious and dedicated 
to make this another great year. 
 
The new swimmers dues have been established 
and are listed in the treasurer’s report.  As you can 
see the dues unfortunately had to rise.  The 
increase in pool rentals and associated costs is the 
primary reasons for the raise.  
 
The Marlins has prided itself in keeping the 
swimming dues affordable.  The last several years 
we have raised dues only minimally to keep with 
our traditions.  However, to maintain and build a 
program to compete locally, regionally, and 
nationally, we need to have a financially secure 
team.  When you look at our dues, it breaks down 
for the highest priced swimmer paying $12.83 per 
week (based on a 30 week season).  That is very 
reasonable.   
 
Our dues are still the lowest in our region.  I 
checked the WEB sites of competing teams I 
found dues that range from 1% higher to 115% 
higher.  On average our freshman pay 58% less, 
our sophomores pay 72% less, our juniors pay 
71% less, our seniors pay 52% less, our high 
school girls pays 106% less and the high school 
boys 35% less.   
 
All of the pool costs have not yet been confirmed 
but as fuel rates increase and revenue sharing to 
districts decrease, the squeeze will continue. 
 
I urge all swimmers to return.  The camaraderie 
and friends gained along with competing in one of 
the greatest sports is priceless.  I have gotten to 
know some of you and hope to meet and greet 
more of you this year. 
 
 

There are a lot of great things that are going to 
take place this year and not only I but our 
swimmers need your support and commitment. 
 

The pool schedules are still in the process of being 
finalized at this time.  Please keep a close eye on 
your e-mails or check the website.  The schedule 
should be finalized within the next week.

It is amazing that a new season 
is about to start. Registration will be handled 
through the Macomb YMCA on North River Road.  
They will be accepting registration  
Monday thru Friday 8:00 a.m.  -  8:00 p.m.  
                            and 
Saturday 9:00 a.m. - 3:00 p.m.    
 
All returning swimmers need to be registered 
before getting into the pool on September 6, 2005.                                                             
 
Please read the registration forms carefully and fill 
everything out completely.   Your email address 
will be used again this year for the newsletter and 
any other important information we need to send 
you.  If you do not have an email address make 
sure to note that on the form so we can either mail 
the newsletter or call if there is a change is 
swimming schedule.   
 
There are a number of ways you can pay your 
dues; by cash, check, charge card or the YMCA 
can put you on a monthly payment plan via 
electronic transfer.  
 
YMCA membership is required: 
 

·  If you cancelled your YMCA membership 
before the end of the swim season and are 
now rejoining, there is a $25 re-registration 
fee for twelve and under and $50 for teens. 

 
·  The YMCA program membership fees are 

$10 for youth, $20 for teens and family 
membership is $63.  

 
The Marlin dues for the 2005-2006 swim season 
are as follows: 
 

·  Freshman  $275.00  
·  Sophomore  $305.00 
·  Junior   $360.00  
·  Senior   $385.00  
·  High School Boys $200.00  
·  High School Girls $250.00 

 
 

There will also be a multiple family discount. The 
youngest swimmer in the family will be full price.  
Each additional family member will receive 10% 
off.  High School swimmers are NOT eligible for  
this discount.
