This is now 
a SATURDAY ONLY meet.

I hope everyone is having a good week.  Well, it looks like the cooler fall weather is 
upon us.  But everyone knows what that means though……our meets are beginning!  I 
hope everyone is excited to get their feet wet in the first meet of the season this 
weekend.  But everyone relax this is a PRACTICE MEET and is meant for swimmers to 
learn how dual meets work and for them to get some valuable experience swimming in 
a competitive setting.  For those experienced swimmers on the team it is a good chance 
for us coaches to get some times for you and to see where you are so far this season.  
For all swimmers it shows us the things that we need to work on more with you as the 
season progresses. 
 
For those of you that may have missed the deadline for the Marlin Meet, Mark Ososki is 
graciously still taking any late entries.  The Marlin Meet is October 15th at 12:45pm.  
The warm-up starts at 12:15 and the swimmers should be there early (12:00) to make 
sure they get in the water by 12:15.  It also gives them time to get their events from the 
coaches if needed.  Parents please see a board member or committee head if you 
would like to volunteer to help out at the meet.  There are many different positions 
available to help out in, so ask and I’m sure they can find somewhere that would suit 
you best. 
 
The Marlin Marathon is coming up.  The forms have been filled out and are being 
handed out by the board members at practices.  It is important that you start going out 
and getting pledges for the marathon.  This is our most important fundraiser of the 
season.  Every Marlin has to participate in the marathon and every person on the team 
has to raise at least $75.  There will be a make up marathon in December for the high 
school girls and anyone who can not make the first date.  There will be the prizes as 
usual for the participants, including high pledge winners. 
 
The forms for the YPAC Invitational will also be coming out.  The YPAC Invitational is 
November 5th.  It no longer is going to be a two day invitational.  It will be only on 
Saturday.  The meet format will be one like a “50s” meet.  The meet will consist of 
mostly 25s for the 8 & Unders, and 50s for the rest of the age groups, including the 100 
IM.  This will be a very good meet to get in our newer swimmers.  It will also be a fun 
meet for our experienced swimmers and older swimmers to be able to swim 50s in a 
swim meet and get times on them.  Please get these forms in ASAP.  The due date will 
be coming up quickly.
