Jackson Pitlock and Noah Kulczycki each turned in great swims 
in the 8 & Under age group.  Jackson was particularly fast in the 25 backstroke 
with Noah turning in an excellent 25 breastroke.   Our 10 & Unders were ably 
represented with Ben Pitlock turning in numerous great swims including a 200 
free where he narrowly missed a state cut even though he stopped for a while 
after six lengths.  Caleb Coppola had a very nice 50 breastroke while Madison 
Queener looked great in the 200 free.  Katie Hennells, Alyssa Papin and 
Hannah Stephens swam very well in the 50 free.   Our 11 & 12 year olds were 
also opening eyes with their swims.  Zach Melcher showed he is rounding into 
shape with a victory in the 50 fly and best times all Saturday afternoon.  Nicole 
Hranchook continues an impressive start to her season and she was joined by 
Marah Pugh on Sunday who also looked great.    Kurt Schnell had a very 
impressive 50 back while Michael Martin cut time in the 200 free.  Vaska 
Tchardokova had a very fast 50 fly while Laura Konopka was blazing fast in all 
of her events with the 100 free deserving special note.  Bridgette Jachcik was 
excellent in the 50 back while Jeff Voss rounded out this age group with four 
victories in his events making sure he has a big bull’s eye on his back for future 
meets.
