Remember, to participate in our championship meets, you have to 
swim in at least three YMCA meets.  If you swim on both days of our Invitational 
and the BWO dual meet, you will fulfill this requirement.  If you have questions 
concerning this requirement, please see Coach Brad. 
 
MYM Invitational – This is our own Invitational and one of our major meets of 
the year.  This meet takes place at L’Anse Creuse North High School on 
January 16 & 17.  All swimmers 11 years old and older swim in the morning 
sessions with a 7:30 AM warm-up and 8:30 AM  meet start.  Swimmers 10 
years old and younger swim in the afternoon sessions with a 1:00 PM warm-up 
and a 2:00 PM meet start.  Afternoon sessions will be completed sometime 
between 4:30 and 5:00PM.  Coaches will be picking events for this meet and 
these events will be posted on the website by around the Wednesday previous 
to the meet.  Swimmers can plan on being in events they don’t normally swim 
in.  We always swim great at this meet and it's an amazing experience.  There 
is no charge to swim in this meet.  Parents, we need every single one of you to 
help us run this meet.  Please contact Dave Pitlock, meet director, at 
dpitlock@yahoo.com or 412-0987, because he needs tons of volunteers.  If you 
did not sign up for this meet but would like to swim in it, please contact a coach, 
we can still get you in the meet and we want every Marlin to swim. 
 
BWO dual meet – January 23 at L’Anse Creuse North.  Warm-up is at 12:15 
PM with a 1:00 PM meet start.  Standard dual meet.  Coaches will pick events.

Eastern Cluster Championships – February 13 & 
14 at Waterford Mott High school.  This is our 
league championship meet and we want everyone 
to sign up for this meet.  It is a two day meet but 
individual swimmers swim on only one day.  The 
Saturday morning session is all 9 & 10 year olds.  
Saturday afternoon session is all 11 & 12 year olds 
as well as the 13 & 14 year old girls.   The Sunday 
morning session is all 8 & Unders and the Sunday 
afternoon session is 13 & 14 boys and all 15-18 
year olds.  Swimmers can swim in three events and 
the coaches pick the events.  There is a $12 fee to  
swim in this meet – the team covers relay fees.   
The meet signup form for this meet is available 
from the Meet Information web page. EVERYONE 
should consider swimming in this meet. 
 
8 & Under State Championships – February 21 at 
Waterford Mott High School.  The State 
championship for our youngest swimmers.  ALL of 
our 8 & Unders are eligible to swim in this meet and 
we want them all to swim in the meet.  This is a 
great meet in that 5 year olds swim against 5 year 
olds, 6 Vs 6, 7 Vs 7 and 8 Vs 8.  It is a one day 
meet that lasts for about 4 hours.   GREAT GREAT 
MEET!  Sign-up for this meet will be available on 
the website in about 2 weeks.  Team covers entry 
fees for this meet. 
 
YMCA State Championships – February 27 & 28 
in Grand Rapids.  10 & Unders and 11 & 12 year 
olds swim on Saturday.  13 & 14 and 15-18 year 
olds swim on Sunday.   Swimmers in this meet are 
limited to those who have met pre-set qualifying 
times (located on the website).  Coaches will be 
contacting applicable swimmers as we get closer to 
this meet. 
 
Eastern B Cluster championships – March 6 at 
L’Anse Creuse North High School.  We host this 
meet for all of those swimmers who do not qualify 
for the State meet.  It is a Wonderful meet that all of 
our kids swim great at.  If you do not qualify for 
State, the coaching staff automatically enters you in 
this meet. 
 
Great Lakes Zone Championships - March 19-21 
at Bowling Green University – More on this later 
 

YMCA Nationals – April 7-10.  International 
Swimming Hall of Fame Pool – Ft. Lauderdale, Fl – 
more on this later. 
High School Boys – There are still a few of you 
that I have not heard from regarding your pick of 
meets for the rest of the year.  You are allowed to 
swim in 2 outside meets during your high school 
season.  We pick from three meets for these two.  
Our Invitational, the cluster meet and the state 
meet.  This year, the state meet is on the west side 
of the state so if you want to swim in that meet, you 
would swim in your High School Division meet on 
Friday and Saturday and then would have to travel 
to Grand Rapids to swim on Sunday.  This is a 
pretty tough weekend so I am suggesting you swim 
in our Invitational and the Cluster meet (Zone meet 
is outside of your high school season so there is no 
problem with swimming in that meet).  Most of our 
high school boys have signed up for our Invitational 
but I still have a couple I haven’t heard from.  
Please let me know one way or the other and make 
sure you consult your high school coach.  For our 
Invitational, you can always swim on Sunday if your 
coach doesn’t want you to miss practice on 
Saturday.  
 
I would like to take this time to compliment all of our 
swimmers who participated in practice over the 
holidays.  We had some of our best attended 
practices ever and the work ethic was great!
